   Simon Wiesenthal was a survivor of 

the Nazi death camps and dedicated 

his life to exposing the atrocities of 

the Holocaust and to finding the 

remaining Nazis that were still alive. 

He felt that the Holocaust could not 

dare be forgotten, and wrote books, 

made movies, and spent his lifetime 

making sure those who contributed to 

those terrible actions were hunted 

down.  

   

   In November 1977, the Simon 

Wiesenthal Museum of Tolerance was 

founded and is now an international 

center for human rights and the 

Jewish people.

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Illusions Lebanese Cuisine  

 

A Restaurant Review With Aaron Lerner 

    

   For about one year now, Illusion’s Lebanese Cuisine 

has been serving delicious, Middle Eastern style food 

tucked amongst many restaurants on California Avenue. 

I have high expectations for Middle Eastern r estaurants, 

especially since I have been to the Middle East, mostly 

to Israel. It sports a very    Middle Eastern look to it, 

amongst restaurants on a street of wide diversity.  

    

   When walking in, one will notice how well dressed 

the waiters are, the beautiful set furniture set up 

amongst the green vegetation, and heating during the 

night. This gives a feeling of eating on the 

Mediterranean coast. 

    

   Inside, there is a large social hall in the back for 

parties, and the tables are very nicely set. T here is 

wood furnishing around the windows, light purple 

stucco walls, dark green curtains, and an intriguing 

array of colored lighting on the ceiling; including 

purples, blues, and yellows. There is a very calm, 

relaxing, serene feeling to the restaurant.  

    

   There are candles on the white tablecloths, and it is 

a very un-pretentious setting. There is Lebanese music 

playing quietly in the background, which gives a very 

relaxing feeling. There are many pictures on the wall, 

and the decorations give a ver y Mediterranean look, 

which personally I thought was outstanding. It was 

amazing how well the ambiance matched the theme of 

the restaurant. 

    

   The ambiance of the restaurant matches how good 

the food is. First, I was given an appetizer of the most 

amazing Pita bread. The only thing that could rival it is 

the homemade Pita bread I had when visiting Bedouins 

in Israel. It was fresh and warm, and was really 

delicious. Much better than the dried stuff that you buy 

in Safeway. With it was a poppy seed dip wi th greens 

and sour crème; but that was only the beginning.  

    

   The main course was when my taste buds began to 

dance to the taste of the Lebanese food. First served 

was a Beef Kebab (17.95), it was definitely worth its 

price. The tenderloin was cooked well done in olive oil, 
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and was very tender with grill lines on it. 

Grilled on a skewer, it was amazing. The 

grilled meat was delicious, with grilled 

onions underneath. With it, came a brown 

rice that had a very interesting array of 

spices. This was no regular entrée; the chef 

must have used some secret recipe. Served 

with it was a decoration of lettuce and 

grilled tomatoes. 

    

   The falafel (5.95) was equally good. The 

falafel had ground vegetables on the 

inside, and bread crumbs on the outside. 

There was also the Warak-Areesh (5.95), 

which was a delicious grape leaf stuffed 

with rice and different spices. It was 

equally delicious.    

   

   Also, there was the Kafta -Meshwi (15.95). 

It was ground beef and lamb mixed with 

various spices, rolled up onto a skewer and 

grilled. They were long strips of tender 

meat, which were equally as good as the 

beef kebab. They also came with rice and 

vegetables. That night, I felt I was actually 

in Lebanon. 

    

   To match all that up is the service. With 

gracious waiters, I felt like royalty. They 

were kind, not overly talkative, well 

dressed in black and white suites. They got 

straight to the point, and made the meal 

extra enjoyable. 

    

   Named after the Lebanese pop-star 

Fayrouz, it gives you a very Lebanese 

feeling. Not only is there dining, there is a 

ball room, belly dancers, all sorts of other 

forms of entertainment. The food, the 

atmosphere, everything is amazing.  

    

   If you are bored of going to the same old 

restaurants, going to Illusions will give you 

a whole new experience with dining in Palo 

Alto. This restaurant definitely stands out 

when it comes to culturally themed 

restaurants.
